Active Listeners 
Ask an adult to tell you a story 
from their childhood. You might ask 
them to tell you a story about when 
they were at school? 

Measuring 
Measure the length of five items. Use 
paper clips, coins, pens or something 
similar to measure the items. Line up 
the paper clips along the length of the 
item, then count the number of paper 
clips to see how long it is. Tell an adult 
what the longest item was and the 
shortest item was. 

Mini Me Garden 
Create an outside space (garden) for your 
mini me out of an old shoe box or 
something similar. What would they like 
in their garden? Grass? Trees? 
Trampoline? Bug hotel? 
 

 Journey Stick 
1. Find a stick about the length of 

your arm and paint it if you 
want to.  

2. Once dry, go on a walk, and take 
your stick with you. Find natural 
items such as leaves, feathers, 
small stones and seeds, and 
attach them to the stick using 
glue, tape and/or string. You 
could collect the items and 
attach them once you’re home if 
this is easier. Remember to only 
collect fallen items. 

3. Extend the activity by using your 
stick to share your journey. You 
could add drawings and even 
write your own story.

Flower Pressing 
1. Open up a heavy book

2. Place two sheets of kitchen paper 
or tissue paper between the 
pages. 

3. Carefully lie your flowers and 
leaves onto the paper and place 
another two sheets of paper over 
the top. 

4. Close the book carefully and put 
it in a warm, dry place such as 
an airing cupboard or 
conservatory. You might want to 
place two or three more heavy 
books on top. 

5. Leave for between two and four 
weeks to fully dry out.
