2. Purpose of the Role

We are looking for a Learning Support Assistant with experience of SEND who believes in our vision and can support individual children and small groups to access the curriculum through adaptation in order that they can be the best that they can be.

3. General Duties Teaching and Learning:
· Supervise and support pupils with special needs, including 1:1 work and the implementation of Educations Health Care Plans
· Assist in the educational and social development of pupils under the direction and guidance of the headteacher and class teacher;
· Provide support for individual pupils inside and outside the classroom to enable them to fully participate in activities;
· Work with other professionals, such as speech therapists and occupational therapists, as necessary and liaise with parents/carers where appropriate;
· Be familiar with the class teacher’s planning in order to successfully support the
pupils within their mainstream lessons;
· Assist class teachers with maintaining pupil records by providing feedback of attainment and possible follow up activities;
· Support pupils with emotional and behavioural problems and help develop their social skills;
· Prepare and maintain relevant resources and equipment;
· Deliver specific programmes of work such as nurture groups and social stories;
· Regularly communicate with the SENDCo.
